Hand String and Button: For application of stock buttons only.

Hand Press: For application of customer supplied custom buttons.

Size Range: All hand string and button and hand press jobs must be

submitted in drawing form showing measurements, stock type, button

locations, quantity and whether stock or customer supplied buttons are

to be used.

Button Locations: Can be no further than 5-3/4” from edge for hand

string and button application and no further than 4-1/2” for hand press

application.  We will need to receive stock with a 1/16” die cut hole or

printed dot at the button locations as a guide for our operator.

Button and String Colors: Button colors available are black, red, tan

and pressboard.  (Pressboard is a rusty brown color)  String colors are black,

red, tan and white.  (White is a natural white, not a bleached white)

Cartons for repacking: Your job will consume twice as much space

once string and buttons are applied.  You will need to provide some

type of container or cartons for repacking.  We cannot repack flat back

on a pallet because your job will get damaged in handling and

transport.  We do not provide specialty size cartons for this type of

job.

Slip Sheeting: Slip sheeting is optional, but recommended for coated

or embossed stock to prevent eyelets from marking or scratching

stock when stacked together for packing and transport.  There is an

additional charge for slip sheeting and customer must provide slip

sheet paper.

All hand string and button jobs must be confirmed by Western

Converting before job is sent to us.
